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Water U Doing? is a Vacation Bible School curriculum produced by Passport, Inc. It is primarily geared for children, although it also contains a section helping leaders to adapt the material to preschoolers. This resource offers churches who are looking for non-traditional VBS material an important alternative option. The resource centers around the theme of “Watering Malawi” and raises awareness of poverty and water deficiency issues in parts of Africa. Rather than simply telling the stories of a few missionaries, this resource attempts to form children into socially aware and compassionate witnesses to the call of Jesus to help those in need. 

From statistics and personal stories to crafts and games focusing on the issues of poverty and water deficiency, Water U Doing? connects all of its activities to the central Bible studies and worship experiences. Children rotate between stations of snack, games, music, Bible study, Mission Story, worship, and crafts, all related to the day’s theme. The cohesiveness of each unit provides for five distinct themes for the week as well as easily-accessible learning points for the children. 


The resource comes with an extensive guide book, neatly and efficiently divided into sections for the specific leadership roles for the VBS (Director, Bible Study, Mission Story, Worship, Games, etc.). Each day is explained in full detail with step by step instructions and complete lists of items needed for the sessions. The guide offers extensive preparation instructions, as well as suggestions for publicity. The guide comes with a DVD with videos to be used in the worship session each day, and a Resource CD with publicity materials, items for worship and music, along with posters, memory cards, and additional items for the mission and Bible studies.


The material is not oriented around specific denominational missionaries (field personnel) or their personal stories; rather, the curriculum focuses on global missions, the struggles of poverty and justice around the world, and how Christians are called to respond. If a church is looking for a resource that not only teaches children about real-life problems of people around the world and alerts them to one of the greatest crises in the world today, forming them into missionally minded disciples through worship, Bible study, and Mission study, as well as crafts, games, and even missionally oriented snacks, Water U Doing? is an excellent Vacation Bible School resource.
